t is hard to believe, as the rain engulfs us, that just a fortnight ago we were enjoying a heat wave, but even now  there are golden evenings when the sun brings out the warm colours of the cottages in the village and touches the tower and chimneys of Walton Hall. I have checked with other people and I don't think it is my imagination that the outburst of spring colour in the woods and fields has been more spectacular than ever this year probably thanks to the rain. 
Maintenance of the woods produces its problems when so many trees were planted at the same time during the great woodland programme in the 1830s, the men, women and children of Walton and Wellesbourne working hard in all weathers carrying out the planting and the weeding and the pruning, earning anything from sixpence to one and ninepence a day. But those of us who live here or walk around the park with dogs can only admire the mature luxuriance of it all, from the near black of the conifers to the more fragile shades of poplar and willow, with the oaks still fresh looking after all the rain, and here and there a copper beech to provide the contrast, with the wheat fields and pastures adding their verdant patchwork in the meadows along the valley. 

The morning of Sunday 10th June dawned brightly but gradually the clouds came crowding in, and we feared that the Jubilee tea at the church would be a wash out. Thankfully the rain held off and it was warm enough to sit outside and have a chat between the concert and the sung Evensong. Once again the Coten Singers and Ensemble gave us a performance of great beauty on a coronation theme which rounded off a wonderful week of pageantry, celebration and music of all kinds in celebration of our remarkable Queen. We thank the musicians for the time they give and for the enthusiasm they bring, at the same time thanking Christine and her helpers for serving out the tea, to Ken for making sure that everything is well arranged in the Church, and to Kate for her backing and encouragement
